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Fluid Monitor - an overview 

Introduction to Fluid Monitor  
 

Fluid Monitor is a web interface add-on to GFI FAXmaker. It allows users to monitor the fax / SMS 
transmissions logs using a web browser. Fluid Monitor also allows users to send out faxes or SMS 
to a single party or to multiple parties defined in a contact group. Administrators can also view 
summary reports on all faxes or SMS sent and received. 
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Installing Fluid Monitor  

System Requirements 
 

Fluid Monitor can be installed on a computer that meets the following requirements: 

·  Windows 2000, XP, 2003, 2008, VISTA, Windows 7 operating system. 

·  Microsoft DotNet Framework 2.0 

 

Installation Procedures 
 

NOTE: Before installing Fluid Monitor, ensure that you are logged on as Administrator and that all 
the other Windows applications are closed. 

1. Double click the setup.exe installation program.  

2. The installation program will check for the following pre-requisite components on the computer: 

·  UltiDev Cassini Web Server for ASP.NET 2.0 

·  Microsoft Windows Installer 3.1 

3. The installation program will prompt for the installation of any missing pre-requisite components.  

4. Fluid Monitor is a self contained web application that does not require Microsoft IIS web server 
to be installed as it provides its own web server - UltiDev Cassini web server. 

5. If the UltiDev Cassini web server has not been installed, a prompt will appear for its installation. 
Click Install  to continue.

6. After installation of the pre-requisite components, Fluid Monitor setup wizard will be launched. 
Click Next  to continue.

7. Read the license agreement. If you agree with the license agreement, select I Agree  and click 
Next  to continue.

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8. Fluid Monitor will host the web application at a specified port. You can accept the default port or 
specify a new port. Make sure that the port specified is currently unused. Click Next  to continue.

9. Select the appropriate installation folder and click Next .

10. A confirmation screen will appear. To confirm the installation, click Next .

11. After this, Fluid Monitor would have been successfully installed. To confirm, go to the windows 
services panel, browse to UltiDev Cassini Web Server for ASP.NET 2.0 . Make sure that the 
service is started. 

 

12. One windows service will also be installed as follows. Make sure the service is started.

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Accessing Fluid Monitor 

Accessing from computer installed with Fluid Monito r 
 

1. Go to Start > All Programs > Fluid Monitor 2.0 > Fluid Monitor  

2. The web browser will be launched and will present the main page.  

 

Accessing from remote computers 
 

1. Open the page http://<computername>:<port> with the web browser. 

·  <computername> - computer name of the computer that Fluid Monitor is installed 

·  <port> - web application port specified during installation. 

 

2. Make sure that there is no firewall blocking the access to the specified port on the computer that 
Fluid Monitor is installed. The default port is 7780. 
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Licensing 

Configuring license information 
 

1. Configure the license key when you launch the system for the first time. 

2. Key in the license key and click Save. 

3. If you are using a trial version, click Generate Trial Key .

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Login 

Login modes 
 

1. Fluid Monitor allows two login modes as follows: 

·  Domain – The login user is authenticated against an LDAP server, such as an Active 
Directory Domain Controller.  

·  Local – The login user is authenticated against the internal Fluid Monitor database. 

2. The following shows the login screen.

3. There is a built-in local administrator account with user name / password as admin  / monitor . 

4. For first time login, use the credentials for the built-in local administrator account. Click Login  to 
continue. 
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Fax Server

1. Click Configuration > Fax Server on the menu. 

2. There are 3 tabs, namely Configuration, Personal Logs and Tasks. 

3. The Configuration tab allows the configuration of the connection to GFI FAXmaker and also the 
auto deletion mechanism of GFI FAXmaker logs. 

4. The Personal Logs tab allows the enabling of personal logs. 

5. The Tasks tab allows the running of certain tasks on the GFI FAXmaker database. 

  

 

Server 
 

Fluid Monitor needs information to connect to the server running GFI FAXmaker. This is to 
facilitate sending of faxes and SMS to GFI FAXmaker. This information is available under the 
Configuration tab.  

 

1. Set the following information to connect to the server running GFI FAXmaker: 

·  Server Name/IP – The name or IP address of the server that GFI FAXmaker is installed. 

·  SMTP Port – The SMTP port of the server that GFI FAXmaker is installed. Typically it is 
25. 

·  Fax SMTP Domain – The domain that GFI FAXmaker listens to for fax sending. The 
default value is faxmaker.com. 

·  SMS SMTP Domain – The domain that GFI FAXmaker listens to for SMS sending. The 
default value is smsmaker.com.  

·  Total Lines – The total no. of fax lines used. This is to facilitate the generation of the 
summary reports. 

·  Display SMS Info – This option determines whether SMS information will be shown. 
This option can be disabled if GFI FAXmaker is not used to send and receive SMS.

Archiving Database 
 

Fluid Monitor needs information to connect to the archiving database of GFI FAXmaker. This is to 
facilitate the display of fax and SMS logs from GFI FAXmaker. 

 

1. Set the following information to connect to the archiving database of GFI FAXmaker: 

·  Archiving Database – The type of database that GFI FAXmaker archives faxes to. 
Options include Microsoft Access and Microsoft SQL Server.  

·  Archiving Database – The type of database that GFI FAXmaker archives faxes to: 

·  Microsoft Access – Microsoft Access database file. 

·  Microsoft SQL Server – Microsoft SQL server database. 

·  MS Access File – The full path of the Microsoft Access database file that contains the 
archived faxes if the archiving database is Microsoft Access. 

·  MS SQL Server Name – The name of the database server if the archiving database is 
Microsoft SQL Server.  

·  Instance Name – The instance name of the SQL database server that contains the 
archived faxes. For Microsoft SQL Server 2000, it is blank. For Microsoft SQL Server 
2005 Express Edition, the default instance name is SQLExpress. 

·  User Name – The user name to access the SQL database. 

·  Password – The user password to access the SQL database. 

 

Configuring GFI FAXmaker Archiving 
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GFI FAXmaker can be configured to archive faxes into a database by the following steps. 

 

1. Open the GFI FAXmaker Configuration program from the Start Menu. 

2. Click Archiving on the menu. 

3. Click Properties. 

4. Select the Archiving tab. 

5. Check the Enable database archiving checkbox. 

6. Click Setup database… button to configure the database to store the faxes. The database can 
be Microsoft Access or SQL Server. 

7. Click OK to save the information.

Auto Delete Logs 
 

Fluid Monitor can be configured to periodically delete fax and SMS logs from the GFI FAXmaker 
database.  

 

1. Set the following information: 

·  Sent Faxes – If this option is checked, sent faxes will be automatically deleted 
according to the specified period below: 

·  days – The no. of days after the current date. 

·  hours – The no. of hours after the current date. 

·  mins – The no. of minutes after the current date. 
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·  Received Faxes – If this option is checked, received faxes will be automatically deleted 
according to the specified period. 

·  Sent SMS – If this option is checked, sent SMS will be automatically deleted according 
to the specified period. 

·  Received SMS – If this option is checked, received SMS will be automatically deleted 
according to the specified period. 

2. After saving, you will need to restart the Fluid Monitor Attendant windows service for the settings 
to take effect. 

 

Personal Logs 
 

Fluid Monitor shows the central logs of GFI FAXmaker by default. Each normal user of Fluid 
Monitor can view the faxes that they have sent or received. An administrator will be able to view all 
the faxes that are sent and received by all the users. In this mode, only an administrator can delete 
faxes that are sent or received. The faxes will then be directly deleted from GFI FAXmaker’s 
central logs. 

 

Fluid Monitor can also be configured to enable personal logs. If this option is enabled, each normal 
user of Fluid Monitor will have his own copy of the faxes that he has sent or received. An 
administrator will have a copy of all the faxes that are sent and received by all the users. Each 
user can then manage his copy of faxes such as deleting and organizing the faxes into specific 
folders without affecting the copies of other users. 

 

To enable personal logs, you will need to change the database structure of the GFI FAXmaker 
archiving database to support personal logs and also enable the personal logs option. 

 

1. Access the Tasks Tab, select Modify GFI FAXmaker database for Personal Logs and click Run. 
This will change the database structure of the GFI FAXmaker archiving database to support 
personal logs. 

2. Access the Personal Logs tab and set the following information: 

·  Enable Personal Logs – If this option is checked, personal logs will be enabled.  

·  Received Faxes Sync Start Date/Time – If the Enable Personal Logs option has not 
been selected before, you can key in the date and time where Fluid Monitor will start 
creating personal copies of received faxes. If the Enable Personal Logs option has 
been selected, then this value shows the last date and time that Fluid Monitor has 
created personal copies of received faxes. 

·  Sent Faxes Sync Start Date/Time – This works exactly the same as the Received 
Faxes Sync Start Date/Time and applies only to sent faxes. 

3. After saving, you will need to restart the Fluid Monitor Attendant windows service for the settings 
to take effect.

Database Tasks 
 

Fluid Monitor allows an administrator to perform specific database tasks for GFI FAXmaker 
archival database or the personal logs database.  

 

1. Access the Tasks tab and set the following information: 

·  Task – The name of the database task with the following options: 

·  Compact GFI FAXmaker database –Compact the GFI FAXmaker archival database 
if it is in MS Access format. 

·  Modify GFI FAXmaker database for Personal Logs – Modify the database structure 
of the GFI FAXmaker archival database to support personal logs. 

·  GFI FAXmaker database SQL execute – Runs an SQL statement against the GFI 
FAXmaker archival database. Key in the SQL statement in the textbox below. 

·  Personal Logs database SQL execute – Runs an SQL statement against the 
personal logs database. Key in the SQL statement in the textbox below. 

2. Click Run to complete the database task.

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Licensed Users 

Login Modes 
 

Fluid Monitor allows two login modes as follows: 

·  Domain – The login user is authenticated against an LDAP server, such as an Active 
Directory Domain Controller.  

·  Local – The login user is authenticated against the internal Fluid Monitor database. 

The LDAP login mode is to facilitate the central management of user ids and passwords from an 
LDAP server instead of having separate user ids and passwords stored locally in the Fluid Monitor 
database. The connection to the LDAP server can be configured in the Login Modes tab.  

 

1. Click Licensed Users > Login Modes on the menu. 

2. Set the following information: 

·  Enable LDAP login using the following information below – Enabling of the LDAP login 
mode. 

·  Domain Name – Name of the domain of the LDAP server. 

·  User Name – The login id of the user.  

·  Password – The login password of the user. 

3. Fluid Monitor can impersonate a user to access the LDAP server. The need for impersonation 
occurs when the Ultidev Cassini web server is run under an account that has no rights to query the 
LDAP server. Set the following impersonation information: 

·  Impersonation - Domain Name – Name of the domain of the user account. 

·  Impersonation - User Name – The login id of the user.  

·  Impersonation - Password – The login password of the user. 

4. Click Save to save the information.

Local users 
 

1. Click Licensed Users on the menu. 

2. Under the Local Users tab, the list of local users will be displayed. 

3. To perform filtering, fill in the filter parameters. 

4. To add a user, click Add . 

5. To edit a user, click on the first column. 

6. To delete a user, select the checkbox and click Delete.

Edit local user 
 

1. Set the following information: 

·  User Name – The name of the user.  

·  User ID – The login id of the user. 

·  Email – The email address of the user. This information is used by GFI FAXmaker. The 
email address must be the same as the email address of the licensed user in GFI 
FAXmaker. 

·  User Role – There are two roles in Fluid Monitor, namely administrator role and normal 
user role. An administrator can perform configurations and view the logs while a normal 
user can only send and receive faxes and SMS and also view their own logs.   

·  Password – The login password of the user. 

2. Click Save to save the information.

3. To perform filtering, fill in the filter parameters.

·  Email – The email address of the user. This information is used by GFI FAXmaker. The 
email address must be the same as the email address of the licensed user in GFI 
FAXmaker. 

·  User Role – There are two roles in Fluid Monitor, namely administrator role and normal 
user role.

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Contacts 

Contacts 
 

Contacts are fax and SMS recipients. They can be Global or Personal. Global Contacts are 
available to all users of Fluid Monitor while Personal Contacts are only available to the user that 
creates them. Contacts can be organized into a Distribution List containing many contacts. 

 
Users can select multiple contacts when sending faxes or SMS through Fluid Monitor’s web 
interface. The contacts information will be used for cover page generation for outgoing faxes.  

 

1. Click Global Contacts or Personal Contacts on the menu. 

2. The list of contacts / distribution lists will be displayed. A distribution list is denoted by a group 
icon beside its name. 

3. To perform filtering, fill in the filter parameters. 

4. To import new contacts, click Import . 

5. To add a contact, click New Contacts . 

6. To add a distribution list, click New Distribution List . 

7. To edit a contact / distribution list, click on the first column. 

8. To delete a contact / distribution list, select the checkbox and click Delete. 

9. To export the list of contacts, click Export .

Import contacts 
 

1. Set the following information: 

·  Import file (xls / csv) – The file containing the contacts for import.  
If the import file is in excel format (xls), it must have the first row as the column 
headings which are First Name, Last Name, Company, Department, Tel no., Fax no., 
Mobile no., Email, Comments in the correct order. The worksheet must be named 
Sheet1.  
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If the import file is in comma separated values format (csv), it must have the first row as 
the column headings which are First Name, Last Name, Company, Department, Tel no., 
Fax no., Mobile no., Email, Comments in the correct order. 

·  Assign to – The distribution list to be assigned to the imported contacts. 

·  Replace all contacts in assigned distribution list – Enabling this option deletes all 
contacts in the assigned distribution list before import. This is to ensure a clean import 
of contacts to an assigned distribution list.

1. Set the following information: 

·  First Name – The first name of the contact. 

·  Last Name – The last name of the contact 

·  Company – The company of the contact. 

·  Department – The department of the contact. 

·  Tel No. – The telephone number of the contact. 

·  Fax No. – The fax number of the contact. 

·  Mobile No. – The mobile number of the contact. 

·  Email – The email address of the contact. 

·  Comments – The comments for the contact. 

·  Groups – The contact groups to assign the contact to. 

2. Click Save to save the information.

1. Set the following information: 

·  Distribution List Name – The name of the distribution list. 

2. To add new contacts to the distribution list, click Add . 

3. To remove a contact from the distribution list, select the checkbox and click Delete. 

4. To export the list of contacts, click Export . 

5. Click Save to save the information. 

6. Click Done to return to the main contacts page.

If a user account is used, the user 
name and password must be supplied.

This section allows you to customize some display settings. 

 

1. Click Customize on the menu. 

2. Set the following information: 

·  Display GFI FAXmaker details – If this option is selected, GFI FAXmaker details are 
shown to all the users of Fluid Monitor. Enable this option only if Fluid Monitor is used 
as a web interface add-on to GFI FAXmaker. 

·  Display records per page – The number of records to be shown on each page of all 
data grid tables. The default is 10. 

·  Start page – The page to show users upon login.

3. To perform filtering, fill in the filter parameters. 

4. To view the contents of a particular fax, click on the File column. 

5. To delete a fax, select the checkbox and click Delete. Please note that only an administrator 
can delete a fax. 

6. To resend a fax, select the checkbox and click Resend . 

7. To download the logs to csv file, click Download . 

8. The faxes are displayed in accordance to the user’s login role: 

·  Administrator – All faxes. 

·  Normal – Personal faxes.

·  Subject – The subject of the fax. 

·  Content – The content of the fax. 
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·  Attachment – The attachment of the fax. 

5. To manage selected contacts, click on Add  to add selected contacts and click Delete to remove 
selected contacts. 

6. Upon clicking of the Add icon, the following screen appears.

·  Contact Groups – The global contact groups specified. 

·  Contacts – Click on Select  to select individual contacts. To clear the selected contacts, 
click Clear . 

·  Content – The content of the SMS. 

5. Click Send to send out the SMS.
